Consistent with the Foundation’s guidelines, we are providing the following additional information regarding eligibility:

1. The Foundation’s Board of Directors considers nonprofit organizations “governmental” if 60% or more of their support and revenue comes directly or indirectly from government sources, or if 60% of their distributions benefit a governmental agency. Such organizations are eligible for Foundation program or project support grants but their proposals must be for enhancement purposes.  They are not eligible for operating support grants. Therefore, nonprofit organizations whose funding patterns fit this definition of ‘governmental’ are not eligible to nominate a board member since a key component of the Award is an operating support grant.

2. The Foundation generally does not award grants to nonprofit organizations to support religious organizations for sectarian purposes.  Nonprofit organizations whose sole mission is to advocate for a sectarian purpose are not eligible to nominate a board member since a key component of the Award is an operating support grant.

3. Organizations that do not provide direct services to Allen County residents are ineligible for consideration.

4. An organization may not nominate the same person more than once in a three-year period.  (This does not preclude that person from being nominated by a different, unaffiliated organization during that time-span.)

5. Incomplete nominations are ineligible for consideration.
